REGIONAL
CHAMPIONSHIPS

Duet/Trio: Any dance style or form of dance is acceptable.
Extra Small: Any dance style or form of dance is acceptable.

Jazz: Any form of jazz dance is acceptable. Jazz favors hard hitting movements,
strong lines and classical technique.

Contemporary: A routine that rejects the limitations of classical ballet and
favors movement deriving from an abstract source. Contemporary routines are
marked by self expression, storytelling and freedom of movement.

Lyrical: A fusion of ballet and jazz techniques. Lyrical routines express

eep emotion or observations, derived from the lyrics or feeling of the song.
Lyrical routines are marked by sustained transitions, breath of movement
and elongated lines.

HIH Hop: Alternates fast paced sharp actions that involve body popping,
and Tocking, with slower movements and freezes.

Open: A dance mar only be competed in Open if it does not fit into any other
ivision. l.e. a normal lyrical routine may not be competed in Open. Open is reserved
for Prop and Novelty routines that do not fall under other division guidelines.

* Time Limits: All Solos must
be under 2 minutes. All team
routines must be under 3 minutes.

Character: By use of choreography, costuming, and performance, the
dance must convey a complete character, or revolve around a Broadway theme.

All Male: Any dance style or form is acceptable. All must identify as male. * All music must be uploaded to
the registration website 5 days
prior to competition. Penalties

Co-ed Dance: Routine must have male and female participants, and can be any form
will occur for late music uploads.

Military: Routine emphasis is on precision dance movements, with sharp clean visuals. [| Props

All props must be non-marking,
and have rubber, padding, or
wheels. Props must be able to be
disassembled to fit through a
doorway. Props are not permitted
to be stored in the performance
area. Teams will be held liable to
any damage done to performance
area or property.

Dance/Drill: Routine based on precision dance movements rather than military drill.

Student Choreography: Must be completely choreographed by a current
team member(s).

Pep Flags: Must use | flag (Pep Flag I? or2 ﬂaﬁs (Pep Flag 2) for the majority of the
routine. Emphasis should be on strong clear visuals, formation changes, sharp move-
ments, use of flag, tossing of flag(s) and may include kick lines and mounts.

Shoes
All shoes must be non marking.
Bear claws, foot thongs, socks
and bare feet are permitted.

Ballroom: Routine that incorporates traditional ballroom dance throughout
the majority of the routine. This can include Waltz, Tango, Foxtrot, Quicﬁstep,
Pasodoble, Swing, Salsa, Samba, Rumba, Cha Cha and Jive.

*Teams are permitted to compete in more than one routine per division*

Insurance

Each participant is required to turn in a completed WCE Dance, Inc. Medical Release
and waiver or they will not be permitted to compete. Online medical release forms
are due one week prior to the competition and can be accessed through the team’s
registration dashboard.

Registration

WCE will not alter any team’s registration. Registration changes may be
made by the team up until 10 days prior to ReEionaIs (space Bermitting).
Registration for Dance Team Nationals is due February 14, 2025. If you are
attending a Regional after February 14, you have until the Monday after
your final WCE regional by 5pm to adjust Silver/Gold Divisions.

You may register online at westcoastelitedance.com. A $200 deposit is due
with the Registration. Space will not be saved for teams that do not turn in a
deposit for each event. The competition order will be determined by the order
in which deposits are received. Check, credit card and Venmo: (WCE-Dance)
are all acceptable forms of payment. Full balances are due four weeks prior to
competition. No exceptions.

Waiting Lists: If a competition reaches capacity then every dance registered
thereafter will be put on a waiting list. SPACE IS NOT SAVED IF A ROUTINE
IS NOT REG!S’I";E_?EE;,' REGARDLESS OF A TEAM’S PLACEMENT IN THE
LINEUP. Please be aware that registration usually closes before the final
registration deadline. '

Expectations: At WCE, we encourage dancers and coaches to embrace good
sportsmanship, enriching the experience beyond awards and trophies, and nurturing
a community united by their passion for dance.VVe wish to celebrate each other’s
successes and create a supportive environment where every dancer thrives.

Eligibility: Any dancer registered in a group routine for high school or middle
school must be enrolled at the school they are representing at the time of the
competition.

Refunds: Absolutely no refund or credit will be given within ten days of the
registered competition. For Regionals competitions, WCE will provide a credit
to any entries ropl{i)ed prior to ten days from the competition. For Nationals, no

refund or credit will be given after February 14, 2025.

Disputes/Communication: Any dispute regarding eligibility or plagiarism must be
handled in writing prior to the awards ceremony of the routine. The competition
director will determine if action needs to be taken (if any) prior to or after the
awards ceremony. The WCE staff and competition director are very busy at
competition. Any disputes, concerns, etc. should be addressed in writing either
before or after the event to make sure the competition director or staff member
has ample time to properly address the concern. Please do not text or email
WCE staff at an event.
